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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Depending on the intended location of the unit, you have the option of choosing whether you
want a left or right hand opening door.

1) Choose the desired handing and fix both hinges to the door as shown and to the carcass
at points (A) and (C) . Do not completely tighten at this stage

2) A number of adjustments can then be made to adjust the poistion of the door and ensure
smooth operation:

Up / Down adjustment:

Loosen screws (A) and (C) to adjust the vertical position of door. Re-tighten once desired
postion is achieved

Forward / Backward Adjustment:

Loosen screw (B) and adjust the hinge foward or backwards in the carcass. Retighten screw (B)
once the door is in the desired poistion

Left / Right Adjustment : Turn Screw (D) to adjust the door position left or right.

3) It is strongly advised that the tallboy is secured to a wall using the fixing pack provided. Place
the tallboy against the wall in the desired position. Note the two holes near the top of the
inner back panel. Accurately mark the postion of the holes on the wall using a pencil. Move
the tallboy to gain access to the wall. Drill and fit the wall plugs.

NOTE: The wall plugs supplied are only suitable for solid stone / brick walls. For plasterboard
walls use specialist wall plugs.

5) Reposition the tallboy so the holes in the back panel line up with the wall plugs. Insert the
wall screws supplied through the back panel into the wall plugs and tighten so the tallboy is
secure. Cover the screwheads with the plastic cover caps provided. (see picture overleaf).
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
