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Installation procedure:

1.  Prior to installation flush out the pipe work to 
remove debris & then ensure that the water supply 
is turned off.

2.  Refer to diagram & check that all components 
are present.

3.  Fit the flexible tail hoses to the basin mixer 
body using an appropriate spanner, making sure 
that you do not over tighten.

4.  Screw the threaded bars into their location 
inside the mixer body. 

5.  Fit the mixer body to the basin using the 
supplied rubber bracket, metal bracket and fixing 
nuts in the order indicated in the drawing.  DO 
NOT over-tighten as this may damage the basin.  
Remember to install the O-ring between the mixer 
body & the basin.

6.  Connect the water supply to the flexible 
hoses.  Hot supply should always be connected 
to the left hose (Flexible hose 1 in the diagram).

7.  Fully open mixer on both hot & cold sides & 
allow water to run for approximately one minute to 
further flush the system.

8.  Check all connections to ensure there are no 
leaks.
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Click waste Installation:

1. Fit the upper rubber washer to the waste body 
and insert the assembly into the basin waste hole 
as shown below.

2. On the underside, fit the additional rubber 
washer and fixing nut.

3. Firmly screw the fixing nut tight to the basin. 
Care however must be taken not to over tighten 
the waste and crack the basin. Check to ensure 
there are no leaks when the basin is filled with 
water. Silicone sealant may be applied to the 
underside of the upper washer for an additional 
seal if necessary.
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
