The wall surface must be of suitable strength and construcƟon.

1) Measure the distance (x) between the key- hole centres on the back of the 
mirror (mirror can be hung verƟcally or horizontally). 

2)  Draw a horizontal line on the wall approximately 146mm lower than the 
desired posiƟon of the top edge of the mirror. 

Mark the drill posiƟons on the horizontal line using dimension (x) taken from 
step 1. Ensure the hole posiƟons are horizontal by using a spirit level. (Step 2)

Accurately mark the 2 hole posiƟons with a pencil, drill and fit the wall plugs.
 
NOTE: The wall plugs supplied are only suitable for solid stone / brick walls. 
For plasterboard walls use specialist wall plugs.

3) 3) The next step is to make the electrical connecƟon from the mirror to the 
mains supply. Use the connecƟon wire found at the rear of the mirror to make 
the necessary connecƟons in accordance with the current IEE regulaƟons. A 
second person will need to hold the mirror in place whilst electrical 
connecƟons are made.

4) Insert the wall screws supplied into the wall plugs. Leave approximately 
5-10mm of the screw standing proud of the wall. Mount the mirror onto the 
screws fiƩed to the wall. Ensure mirror is securely mounted.  
   
To remove the mirror, the mirror should first be liŌed and then pulled away 
from the wall.
